5-10 minute presentation topic of your choice (be creative)

Needs to have:

· At least 1 chart (either diagram chart or bar/pie chart)
· At least 1 table

· At least 1 animated GIF

· Create your own template (make your own background or find a texture on the internet, add something to make the template fancier, and pick colours and bullets to go with it).  Use the Master Slide.
· Use the drawing toolbar to add emphasis to your presentation (use the skills you’ve learned)

· Add a picture

· Add animations (some automatic and some mouse click) and transitions
· During the presentation, use the pen to highlight something

**Make sure you follow the following TIPS for a GOOD PRESENTATION:

· Keep your message focused

· Keep the design simple, easy to read, and appropriate for the content

· Choose attractive colour that make the slides easy to read

· Keep your text concise

· Choose fonts and styles that are easy to read and emphasize important text (no more than 2 fonts, no smaller than size 18, usually 28-44)

· Make sure animation does not distract from the presentation (don’t use too many types of animation)

· Use visuals to help communicate the message of your presentation

· Rehearse and make not to ramble (aim for about 5-10mins)
