COURSE DESCRIPTION

This is a course in the elements of modern graphic presentation.  Whatever the standard application in use at this time (PowerPoint 2003), emphasis will be on the principles of graphic presentation, not the particular details of a single application.  While instruction will necessarily be on a single platform, students may practice on either Windows or MacOS based machines, as the software is identical.

COURSE OBJECTIVE

The students will learn to use Microsoft PowerPoint 2003, a popular graphic presentation software, to create, edit, format, and print presentations.
