· Come up with a different comparison for each row

· Do the seven rows with asterisks in them before moving on to step two

You will make eight ratings for each row; one for each activity listed along the top.  
STEP 3. Rate the two rows at the bottom on how much you would be likely to enjoy and do each of the eight activities.

7 =  I would very much enjoy or do
