Today, cell phone is one of the necessary for most people in most countries. For example, in China, which is only a developing country, the cell phone penetration is over 41.6%. For the U.S or other developed countries this number would be much higher. 
History of each Wireless Phone Technology generation:
The cell phone is based on the wireless phone technology. It has serviced for almost half century, and come through four generations. In 1960s, the pre-generation of Wireless Phone Technology was born. It was named “Mobile Radio Telephone” and has been used for two decades. Unlike with the “walkie-talkie,” which people are familiar with, the Mobile Radio Telephone has own telephone numbers. The first model of Mobile Radio Telephone is developed by Bell Labs and named Mobile Telephone System (MTS) in the state in 1946(1). Moving to 1980s, Bell Labs developed the cellular Advanced Mobile Phone System (AMPS), which is the first-generation of wireless telephone technology. This is an analog telecommunication technology; because it analogously used the radio signals for the networks (1). Ten years later, the wireless telephone technology was evolved to the second-generation. Instead of the previous analog technology, this generation used digital radio signals for the networks. In the other words, the voice during the phone call was encoded to digital signals. Also, during this era there were two different coding standards, GSM (Global System for Mobile communication) and CDMA (Code Division Multiplexing Access) (2). As entering the 21th century, the new generation of wireless telephone technology was born. This is the third- generation, and it is the improvement of the previous one. Compare with 2-G, 3-G technology has several advantages: facilitative growth, increased bandwidth, and more diverse applications supporting (2).
Advantages:

First of all, let’s talk about the social benefits of this technology. The basis of telecommunication, which is the superset of wireless phone technology, is giving people more opportunities and conveniences to communicate with each other. We can state that with cell phone our world become smaller. In addition, now the cell phone is not only a tool of calling, but also can be used as a camera, media player, gamer, web browser, etc.
Also, as an industry, when people are talking about the benefits of mobile phone, the first one comes into their mind is the financial part. From the Statistical Abstract of the United States, in 2006 the operating revenue created by cellular and other wireless telecommunications is 15.9 billion dollars. So, obviously, this new industry does bring a large number of financial benefits to human.

Moreover, there are also some interesting usages of cell phone. For example, one British study shows that using cell phone is helpful for teenagers studying (4).  Another article shows that “Mobile phones are being used to improve nurse-patient communication and monitor health outcomes in chronic disease” (5).
Disadvantages:
50 years ago, Americans learned that smoking, which was one of their most favourite habits, was lethal. Recently, one more scared news pop up. The scientists announce that even regular using cell phone will cause cancer. In this report, the scientists show that the cell phone users have extra 50 percents to get brain tumour than others. Though, those scientists have not gotten exactly reason why using cell phone can make people get brain tumour, the research by some European scientists shows that 10-year is a milestone.
A same report was published by “The Province.” They referred the high brain tumour risk of using cell phone. Also, they report that most teenagers were not care about that because they prefer texting more than calling. So is that teens can excess using their cell phone? Obviously no! Though, texting may be able to make teens avoid the cell phones’ radiation effects, they may be afflicted by thumb injury and some psychological diseases.
