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One of the advanced statistical procedures that professionals need to be equipped with is meta-analysis, a quantitative strategy for reviewing quantitative research on therapy. This exercise will ask you to apply principles & concepts we’ve learned to this kind of analysis. All questions and the 20 Nov lecture discussion are based on the article by Hill and Lent (2006).  Lecture will cover basic concepts and illustrate them in the section that compares training methods to no-training controls (p. 161).
1. Read the section on “Studies Directly Comparing Methods of Training,” pp. 161ff.

In this section, Hill & Lent drop the one study from their calculations that shows a negative effect for the modeling condition. State one reason why the decision to omit that study was justified and one reason why this decision might be misleading given the “atypical” effect size. Is their decision theoretically “persuasive”? (4 marks)  
2. Read the section on “Studies of the Additive Effects of Training Components,” p. 162.

In this section, Hill & Lent drop one study from their estimation that was an “apparent outlier”. State one reason why the decision to omit that study was justified and one reason why this decision might be misleading. Is their decision theoretically “persuasive”? (4 marks)
3. State one other question about the comparability of the studies that is not addressed in these two sections (drawing on class discussion, or the “moderating” variables discussion in the article). Clearly state what possible impact you can envision of the factor you raise in your question.  (2 marks)
